Saturday September 17th was the first Emergency Preparedness Fair held at The Church of Jesus Christ of 
Latter- day Saints on Cox road just south of Republic Road in Springfield.  The Nixa Amateur Radio Club 
was invited to present an exhibit on Amateur Radio.
